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You need never be alone at the Catholic Church

The Catholic parish of St. John Fisher Church in Mantle St. Wellington, with St. Richard’s in Church Road Wiveliscombe, has increased its reputation as an active, caring community by appointing thirteen of its 140 attendees as “Parish Visitors.”

Leading parishioner Sue Marsh of Holywell Lake heads up the “Visitors.”  They are on hand to offer support to those suffering loneliness whether through bereavement, sickness, disablement or other need, anywhere in the area of the parish which stretches from Wellington Monument to Raleigh’s Cross.  Those wanting a visit are referred to Sue by other parishioners, or by parish priest Father Bob Rainbow, and she then arranges for the nearest “Visitor” to make a call.  Sometimes all that is needed is a listening ear, a bit of assistance with making a cup of tea, or a run to the shops. 
Most of the parish “Visitors” have backgrounds in caring professions such as nursing and have undertaken the necessary “CRB” checks to enable them to work with vulnerable adults and children; they always carry a parish identification photo-card.  Last Tuesday they met (see photo) to discuss bereavement care, and heard from Jenny Donnelly who was a District Nurse for 18 years.
