Gospel reflection: feast of All Saints  

Today’s passage from the Apocalypse describes the great 

gathering of people from every nation, race, tribe and 

language who are now in a position to celebrate God’s 

triumph and their triumph.  We are told that they “have 

been through the great persecution, and have washed 

their robes white again in the blood of the Lamb”  They 

are held before us as examples to be followed.  Jesus is

the Lamb of God, who takes away the sins of the world, 

and has come to lead us all to our moment of triumph.  

Today we honour in a special way those saints who have not been singled out: the countless number who have followed the example of the great saints and taken the Beatitudes as their charter for life. That should be enough for you to realize that God was working in their lives, and enough to fill you with hope that they are now counted among the number surrounding God’s throne and rejoicing in Christ’s victory.

Think about how you match up to the Beatitudes and pray for the grace go become a more merciful, peaceful, and just person.  We are called to celebrate all that God has already achieved in us and in Christ’s Church.  Today is the feast day of all our loved ones; and it is our feast as well.
